Nhoùm baïn cuûa toâi vaãn thaân thieát eâm ñeàm vôùi nhau 
cho ñeán khi coâ baïn coù yù trung nhaân. Luùc ñoù coâ môùi...
phieàn loøng, vì coâ luoân thaáy toàn taïi raát gaàn, quanh quaån 
beân cuoäc soáng cuûa mình moät anh chaøng troàng caây si 
trong boùng toái. Maëc duø khi gaëp coâ anh luoân vui veû chaân 
thaønh “chuùc em haïnh phuùc” nhöng thænh thoaûng vaãn 
thoå loä taâm söï vôùi ngöôøi naøy ngöôøi noï. Taát nhieân ñeán tai 
coâ. Ñieàu ñoù khieán coâ caûm thaáy nhö moät phaàn traùi tim 
mình bò caàm tuø ngoaøi yù muoán.

Chuùng toâi ñoät nhieân bò chia laøm hai phe. Moät phe 
noùi raèng tình yeâu phaûi xuaát phaùt töø hai phía, neáu anh 
baïn kia thöïc söï vì coâ thì haõy queân coâ ñi maø tìm ngöôøi 
khaùc.

Maéc môù gì 
maø caám.” Coù ngöôøi coøn trích daãn Larmartine “yeâu vì 
mong ñöôïc yeâu laïi laø con ngöôøi, yeâu chæ ñeå yeâu laø thieân 
thaàn” vaø huøng hoàn tuyeân boá anh baïn toâi thuoäc daïng... 
thieân thaàn!

Thieân Chuùa yeâu con ngöôøi. Xem ra Ngöôøi cuõng khoâng 
chôø hoài ñaùp cuûa con ngöôøi. Ngaøi yeâu vaø yeâu theá thoâi, vì 
baûn tính Ngaøi laø tình yeâu. Cho duø con ngöôøi coù maûi meâ 
chaïy theo nhöõng ham muoán cuûa aûo aûnh phuø vaân, Ngaøi 
vaãn yeâu vaø chôø ñôïi. Cho duø con ngöôøi coù boû rôi Ngaøi, 
laïnh luøng vôùi Ngaøi, laån traùnh Ngaøi, Ngaøi vaãn kieân nhaãn 
baøy toû tình yeâu cuûa mình cho con ngöôøi. Ngaøi vaãn göûi 
thoâng ñieäp tình yeâu ñeán cho con ngöôøi, duø bieát raèng bò 
töø choái, duø bieát raèng con ngöôøi chöa theå quay veà vôùi 
Ngaøi, nhöng Ngaøi vaãn yeâu vaø yeâu  cho ñeán cuøng, vì tình 

yeâu cuûa Ngaøi laø tình yeâu 
cuûa thaàn linh, yeâu maø 
khoâng chôø nhaän laïi.

Tình yeâu cuûa Thieân 
Chuùa coøn theå hieän moät 
caùch maõnh lieät qua caùi 
cheát laøm daáu chæ cho 
tình yeâu. “Khoâng coù 
tình yeâu naøo cao quyù 
hôn tình yeâu daùm cheát 
cho ngöôøi mình yeâu”. 
Theá maø, Ngaøi ñaõ yeâu vaø 
ñi vaøo caùi cheát ñeå ñeàn 
toäi thay cho ngöôøi mình 
yeâu. Ngaøi muoán duøng 
caùi cheát ñeå chuoäc laïi 
loãi laàm cho ngöôøi mình 
yeâu. Ngaøi muoán cheát ñeå 
ñaûm baûo söï soáng tröôøng 

sinh cho ngöôøi mình yeâu. Ngaøi muoán thoâng qua caùi 
cheát ñeå göûi thoâng ñieäp yeâu thöông ñeán cuøng daønh cho 
con ngöôøi.

Theá nhöng, con ngöôøi nhö moät ngöôøi tình nheï daï. 
Moät ngöôøi tình deã bò caùm doã bôûi danh lôïi thuù neân deã 
xa rôøi tình Ngöôøi. Con ngöôøi khi say meâ nhöõng danh 
lôïi thuù maø khoâng hieåu heát nhöõng caïm  baãy söï cheát 
ñang chôø mình. Con ngöôøi chæ bieát lao vaøo cuûa caûi 
phuø vaân maø queân ñi tình yeâu nhieäm maàu vôùi Ñaáng 
taïo döïng neân mình trong tình yeâu. Con ngöôøi vaãn 
döûng döng, phuï baïc laïi tình Ngaøi yeâu thöông.

Giaùo hoäi môøi goïi caùc Tín höõu haõy laëng thinh tröôùc 
caùi cheát vì yeâu cuûa Thieân Chuùa. Haõy chieâm ngaém, 
haõy töôûng nieäm, veà caùi cheát cao quyù maø Thieân Chuùa 
ñaõ daønh cho con ngöôøi. Con ngöôøi chính laø ngöôøi tình 
cuûa Thieân Chuùa. Chuùa yeâu con ngöôøi. Chuùa ñeo ñuoåi 
con ngöôøi. Chuùa ñi cho ñeán cuøng cuûa tình yeâu laø duøng 
caùi cheát ñeå mang laïi söï soáng Tröôøng Sinh cho con 
ngöôøi. Ñaây quaû thöïc laø moät tình yeâu cao saâu nhieäm 
maàu. Chæ coù tình yeâu Thieân Chuùa môùi hoaøn haûo, cao 
quyù nhö vaäy. Chæ coù tình yeâu Thieân Chuùa môùi daùm 
cho ñi maø khoâng mong nhaän laõnh. Chæ coù tình yeâu 
Thieân Chuùa môùi voâ vò lôïi vaø quaûng ñaïi bao dung.

Xin cho chuùng ta ñöøng phuï baïc aân tình cuûa Chuùa. 
Xin cho chuùng ta bieát can ñaûm ruõ boû nhöõng aûo aûnh 
phuø vaân ñeå quay trôû veà vôùi Chuùa. Xin cho chuùng ta 
luoân bieát môû roäng loøng ñoùn nhaän tình yeâu cao saâu 
cuûa Chuùa. Vaø xin cho tình yeâu cuûa Chuùa daãn chuùng 
ta vaøo cöûa söï Soáng ñôøi ñôøi khi bieát nöông töïa tình 
yeâu vaø loøng thöông xoùt cuûa Chuùa.

250. Caùc Bí tích cuûa Hoäi thaùnh ñöôïc phaân loaïi 
theá naøo?

Ngöôøi ta phaân loaïi: caùc Bí tích khai taâm Kitoâ giaùo 
(Röûa toäi, Theâm söùc vaø Thaùnh Theå), caùc Bí tích chöõa 
laønh (Thoáng hoái vaø Xöùc daàu beänh nhaân), caùc Bí tích 
phuïc vuï cho söï hieäp thoâng vaø söù vuï (Truyeàn chöùc thaùnh 
vaø Hoân phoái). Baûy Bí tích lieân quan ñeán nhöõng thôøi 
ñieåm quan troïng trong ñôøi soáng Kitoâ höõu. Taát caû caùc Bí 
tích ñeàu höôùng veà Bí tích Thaùnh Theå “nhö muïc ñích ñaëc 
thuø cuûa mình” (thaùnh Toâma Aquinoâ).

251. Vieäc khai taâm Kitoâ giaùo ñöôïc thöïc hieän theá 
naøo?

Vieäc khai taâm Kitoâ giaùo ñöôïc thöïc hieän qua ba Bí 
tích ñaët neàn taûng cho ñôøi soáng Kitoâ höõu. Caùc tín höõu 
ñöôïc taùi sinh nhôø Bí tích Röûa toäi, ñöôïc cuûng coá nhôø Bí 
tích Theâm söùc, vaø ñöôïc nuoâi döôõng nhôø Bí tích Thaùnh 
Theå.

252. Caùc teân goïi cuûa Bí tích ñaàu tieân trong vieäc 
khai taâm Kitoâ giaùo laø gì?

Ñaàu tieân, ngöôøi ta goïi Bí tích naøy laø Röûa toäi theo 
nghi thöùc chính yeáu cuûa vieäc cöû haønh. Röûa toäi muoán noùi 
vieäc “dìm xuoáng” nöôùc. Ngöôøi ñöôïc Röûa toäi ñöôïc dìm 
vaøo trong söï cheát cuûa Ñöùc Kitoâ vaø soáng laïi vôùi Ngöôøi 
nhö moät “thuï taïo” môùi (2 Cr 5,17). Ngöôøi ta coøn goïi Bí 
tích naøy laø “taém taùi sinh vaø ñoåi môùi trong Chuùa Thaùnh 
Thaàn” (Tt 3,5), hay laø “ôn soi saùng” vì ngöôøi ñöôïc Röûa 
toäi trôû thaønh “con caùi söï saùng” (Ep 5, 8).

253. Bí tích Röûa toäi ñöôïc dieãn taû baèng nhöõng hình 
aûnh töôïng tröng naøo trong Cöïu Öôùc?

Trong Cöïu Öôùc, ngöôøi ta gaëp nhieàu hình aûnh töôïng 
tröng khaùc nhau veà Bí tích Röûa toäi: nöôùc, ñöôïc coi nhö 
nguoàn goác cuûa söï soáng vaø söï cheát; taøu Noâe cöùu thoaùt 
con ngöôøi nhôø nöôùc; cuoäc vöôït qua Bieån Ñoû giaûi phoùng 
daân Israel khoûi aùch noâ leä Ai Caäp; vieäc baêng qua soâng 
Gioñan tieán vaøo ñaát höùa, laø hình aûnh cuûa söï soáng ñôøi 
ñôøi.

254. Ai ñaõ kieän toaøn nhöõng hình aûnh töôïng tröïng 
ñoù?

Nhöõng hình aûnh töôïng tröng trong Cöïu Öôùc ñöôïc 
hoaøn thaønh trong Ñöùc Gieâsu Kitoâ, Ñaáng ngay luùc khôûi 
ñaàu ñôøi soáng coâng khai, ñaõ ñeå cho Gioan Taåy giaû laøm 
pheùp röûa cho mình taïi soâng Gioñan. Treân thaäp giaù, töø 
caïnh söôøn cuûa Ngöôøi bò ñaâm thaâu, maùu vaø nöôùc ñaõ tuoân 
traøo, laø daáu chæ cuûa Bí tích Röûa toäi vaø Thaùnh theå. Sau 
khi Phuïc sinh, Ngöôøi ñaõ uûy thaùc cho caùc Toâng ñoà söù vuï 
sau ñaây: “Anh em haõy ñi giaûng daïy muoân daân, laøm pheùp 
röûa cho hoï nhaân danh Cha vaø Con vaø Thaùnh Thaàn” (Mt 
28,19-20).

[Excerpt from] Compendium of the Catechism 
of the Catholic Church

250. How are the sacraments of the Church 
divided?

The sacraments are divided into: the sacraments 
of Christian initiation (Baptism, Confirmation, and 
Holy Eucharist); the sacraments of healing (Penance 
and Anointing of the Sick);, and the sacraments at the 
service of communion and mission (Holy Orders and 
Matrimony). The sacraments touch all the important 
moments of Christian life. All of the sacraments are 
ordered to the Holy Eucharist “as to their end” (Saint 
Thomas Aquinas).

251. How is Christian initiation brought about?
Christian initiation is accomplished by means of 

the sacraments which establish the foundations of 
Christian life. The faithful born anew by Baptism are 
strengthened by Confirmation and are then nourished 
by the Eucharist.

252. What names are given to the first sacrament 
of initiation?

This sacrament is primarily called Baptism because 
of the central rite with which it is celebrated. To baptize 
means to “immerse” in water. The one who is baptized 
is immersed into the death of Christ and rises with 
him as a “new creature” (2 Corinthians 5:17). This 
sacrament is also called the “bath of regeneration and 
renewal in the Holy Spirit” (Titus 3:5); and it is called 
“enlightenment” because the baptized becomes “a son 
of light” (Ephesians 5:8).

253. How is Baptism prefigured in the Old 
Covenant?

In the Old Covenant Baptism was pre-figured in 
various ways: water, seen as source of life and of death; 
in the Ark of Noah, which saved by means of water; in 
the passing through the Red Sea, which liberated Israel 
from Egyptian slavery; in the crossing of the Jordan 
River, that brought Israel into the promised land which 
is the image of eternal life. 

254. Who brought to fulfillment those 
prefigurations?

All the Old Covenant prefigurations find their 
fulfillment in Jesus Christ. At the beginning of his public 
life Jesus had himself baptized by John the Baptist in the 
Jordan. On the cross, blood and water, signs of Baptism 
and the Eucharist, flowed from his pierced side. After 
his Resurrection he gave to his apostles this mission: 
“Go forth and make disciples of all nations, baptizing 
them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the 
Holy Spirit” (Matthew 28:19).

Nghi thöùc chính yeáu cuûa Bí tích naøy goàm vieäc dìm 
öùng vieân xuoáng nöôùc hay ñoå nöôùc treân ñaàu hoï trong khi 
keâu caàu: nhaân Danh Cha vaø Con vaø Thaùnh Thaàn.

257. Ai coù theå laõnh nhaän Bí tích Röûa toäi?
Moïi ngöôøi chöa laõnh nhaän ñeàu coù theå laõnh nhaän Bí 

tích Röûa toäi.
258. Taïi sao Hoäi thaùnh Röûa toäi cho caùc em beù?
Bôûi vì caùc em beù ñöôïc sinh ra trong toäi nguyeân toå, 

neân caàn ñöôïc giaûi thoaùt khoûi quyeàn löïc AÙc thaàn vaø ñöa 
daãn vaøo Vöông quoác cuûa söï töï do cuûa con caùi Thieân 
Chuùa.

259. Hoäi thaùnh ñoøi hoûi gì nôi ngöôøi saép laõnh Bí 
tích Röûa toäi?

Hoäi thaùnh ñoøi hoûi ngöôøi saép nhaän Bí tích Röûa toäi 
phaûi tuyeân xöng ñöùc tin; trong tröôøng hôïp laø moät ngöôøi 
tröôûng thaønh thì vieäc tuyeân xöng naøy phaûi do chính baûn 
thaân hoï, nhöng neáu laø moät em beù, thì vieäc tuyeân xöng 
do cha meï vaø Hoäi thaùnh. Cha meï ñôõ ñaàu vaø caû coäng 
ñoaøn giaùo hoäi ñeàu coù traùch nhieäm phaàn naøo trong vieäc 
chuaån bò Bí tích Röûa toäi (cho ngöôøi döï toøng) cuõng nhö 
trong vieäc phaùt trieån ñöùc tin vaø aân suûng cuûa Bí tích Röûa 
toäi.

255. Starting when and to whom has the Church 
administered Baptism?

From the day of Pentecost, the Church has 
administered Baptism to anyone who believes in Jesus 
Christ.

256. In what does the essential rite of Baptism 
consist? 

The essential rite of this sacrament consists in 
immersing the candidate in water or pouring water over 
his or her head while invoking the name of the Father 
and the Son and the Holy Spirit.

257. Who can receive Baptism?
Every person not yet baptized is able to receive 

Baptism.
258. Why does the Church baptize infants?
The Church baptizes infants because they are born 

with original sin. They need to be freed from the power 
of the Evil One and brought into that realm of freedom 
which belongs to the children of God.

259. What is required of one who is to be baptized?
Everyone who is to be baptized is required to make 

a profession of faith. This is done personally in the case 
of an adult or by the parents and by the Church in the 
case of infants. Also the godfather or the godmother and 
the whole ecclesial community share the responsibility 
for baptismal preparation (catechumenate) as well as 
for the development and safeguarding of the faith and 
grace given at baptism.

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“Why do you seek the living among the dead?”
Scripture: Luke 24:1-12 

B ut on the first day of the week, at early dawn, they went to the tomb, taking the spices which they had 
prepared. 2 And they found the stone rolled away from the tomb, 3 but when they went in they did not find 

the body. 4 While they were perplexed about this, behold, two men stood by them in dazzling apparel; 5 and as they 
were frightened and bowed their faces to the ground, the men said to them, “Why do you seek the living among the 
dead? 6 Remember how he told you, while he was still in Galilee, 7 that the Son of man must be delivered into the 
hands of sinful men, and be crucified, and on the third day rise.” 8 And they remembered his words, 9 and returning 
from the tomb they told all this to the eleven and to all the rest. 10 Now it was Mary Mag’dalene and Jo-an’na and 
Mary the mother of James and the other women with them who told this to the apostles; 11 but these words seemed 
to them an idle tale, and they did not believe them. 12 But Peter rose and ran to the tomb; stooping and looking in, 
he saw the linen cloths by themselves; and he went home wondering what had happened.

Meditation: What did the disciples of Jesus 
discover on the third day of Jesus’ death? On Sunday 
morning the women who had stood with Jesus when he 
died upon the cross on Good Friday went to the tomb 
to pay their last tribute to a dead body. The disciples 
thought that everything had finished in tragedy. None 
of Jesus’ followers were expecting to see an empty tomb 
and hear the angel’s message, “Why do you seek the 
living among the dead? Remember how he told you, 
while he was still in Galilee, that the Son of man 
must be delivered into the hands of sinful men, and 
be crucified, and on the third day rise” (Luke 24:5-7). 
The angel urged them to believe that Jesus had indeed 
risen just as he had promised. This good news was not 
easy for them to grasp because their hearts were still 
weighed down with grief and doubt. In wonder they 
went to share the good news with the other disciples.

Is it any small wonder that it was the women, 
rather than the apostles, who first witnessed the empty 
tomb and then the appearance of the resurrected Lord 
(Matthew 28:8-10; Mark 16:9; John 20:15-18)? Isidore 
of Seville (560-636 AD), a great teacher and bishop, 
commented on the signicance of the women being 
the first to hear the good news of the resurrection: “As 
a woman (Eve) was first to taste death, so a woman 
(Mary Magdalene) was first to taste life. As a woman 
was prescient in the fall, so a woman was prescient in 
beholding the dawning of redemption, thus reversing 
the curse upon Eve.” The first to testify to the risen Lord 
was a woman from whom Jesus had cast out seven 
demons.

What is the significance of the stone being rolled 
away? It would have taken several people to move 
such a stone. And besides, the sealed tomb had been 

guarded by soldiers! This is clearly the first sign of the 
resurrection. Bede (672-735 AD), a renowned scripture 
commentator from England, wrote: “[The angel] 
rolled back the stone not to throw open a way for our 
Lord to come forth, but to provide evidence to people 
that he had already come forth. As the virgin’s womb 
was closed, so the sepulcher was closed, yet he entered 
the world through her closed womb, and so he left the 
world through the closed sepulcher” (from Homilies on 
the Gospels 2,7,24). Peter Chrysologus (400-450 AD), 
another early church father remarked: “To behold the 
resurrection, the stone must first be rolled away from 
our hearts.” Do you know the joy of the resurrection?

It is significant that the disciples had to first deal 
with the empty tomb before they could come to grips 
with the fact that scripture had foretold that Jesus 
would die for our sins and then rise triumphant. They 
disbelieved until they saw the empty tomb. Bede (672-
735 AD) explains why the Risen Lord chose to reveal 
himself gradually to the disciples:

    “Our Lord and redeemer revealed the glory of his 
resurrection to his disciples gradually and over a period 
of time, undoubtedly because so great was the virtue of 
the miracle that the weak hearts of mortals could not 
grasp [the significance of] this all at once. Thus, he 
had regard for the frailty of those seeking him. To those 
who came first to the tomb, both the women who were 
aflame with love for him and the men, he showed the 
stone rolled back. Since his body had been carried 
away, he showed them the linen cloths in which it had 
been wrapped lying there alone. Then, to the women 
who were searching eagerly, who were confused in 
their minds about what they had found out about him, 
he showed a vision of angels who disclosed evidences

of the fact that he had risen again. Thus, with the 
report of his resurrection already accomplished, 
going ahead of him, the Lord of hosts and the king 
of glory himself at length appeared and made clear 
with what great might he had overcome the death 
he had temporarily tasted.” (From Homilies on the 
Gospels 2,9,25)

One thing is certain, if Jesus had not risen from 
the dead and appeared to his disciples, we would 
never have heard of him. Nothing else could have 
changed sad and despairing men and women into 
people radiant with joy and courage. The reality of 
the resurrection is the central fact of the Christian 

faith. Through the gift of the Holy Spirit, the Lord 
gives us “eyes of faith” to know him and the power 
of his resurrection. The greatest joy we can have 
is to encounter the living Lord and to know him 
personally. Do you celebrate the feast of Easter with 
joy and thanksgiving for the victory which Jesus has 
won for you over sin and death?

“Lord Jesus Christ, you have triumphed over the 
grave and you have won new life for us. Give 

me the eyes of faith to see you in your glory. Help me 
to draw near to you and to grow in the knowledge of 
your great love and power.”
