Congress Must Act to Fix the Problem

For many years, the U.S. bishops have supported access to life-affirming health care for all. During the
health care reform debate in Congress you received a number of urgent USCCB memoranda calling for
health care legislation that would advance the goal of truly universal, life-affirming health care: upholding
longstanding federal policies against abortion funding , protecting rights of conscience, and not leaving
immigrants worse off.

On January 20, the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) reaftirmed a rule that virtually
all private health care plans must cover sterilization, abortifacients, and contraception. The rule exempted
"religious employers," but excluded those that served or employed people who were not members of their
religious community. This was so narrow that it failed to cover the vast majority of faith-based
organizations, including Catholic hospitals, universities, and service organizations that help millions
every year.

After hearing an outcry from many groups, on February 10, the Obama Administration issued a final rule
that kept the same broad mandate, and same narrow exception, in place "without change." In addition, the
Administration gave some religious non-profits an extra year to comply, and promised to issue more rules
that "accommodate" them. But even under this future "accommodation," our charities, hospitals and
colleges will still be treated as second-class-citizens of our religious community, and still be forced to pay
for coverage that violates their religious convictions. This is unacceptable.

We urgently need legislation to correct the mandate's threats to religious liberty and conscience rights. The
Respect for Rights of Conscience Act has been introduced in Congress (H.R. 1179, S. 1467) to ensure that
those who participate in the market for health insurance "retain the right to provide, purchase, or enroll in
health coverage that is consistent with their religious beliefs and moral convictions."

Sweeping HHS Mandate Stands, Violating Conscience Rights
and Religious Liberty
Congress Must Act to Fix the Problem

On January 20, the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) reaffirmed a rule that virtually all private
health care plans must cover sterilization, abortifacients, and contraception. The exemption provided for "religious
employers" was so narrow that it failed to cover the vast majority of faith-based organizationsincluding Catholic
hospitals, universities, and charitiesthat help millions every year. Ironically, not even Jesus and his disciples would
have qualified for the exemption, because it excludes those who mainly serve people of another faith.

On February 10, the Obama Administration made this rule final "without change"; delayed enforcement for a year
against religious nonprofits that were still not exempted (our charities, hospitals, and colleges); and promised to
develop more regulations to "accommodate" them by the end of that additional year. But, as explained below, that
promised "accommodation" still forces them to pay for "services" that violate their religious convictions.

The original rule that violated our religious liberty so severely has not been changed, but finalized.

After touting meaningful changes in the mandate, HHS instead finalized the original rule that was first issued in August
2011 "without change." So the offensive definition of "religious employer"which excludes our charities, hospitals, and
colleges because they serve people of other faithsis still in place, and those institutions are still subject to the mandate.

HHS has promised some kind of ""accommodation," but only after the election.
HHS said it would take an additional year to develop more regulations to "accommodate" religiously-affiliated

charities, schools, and hospitals that still fall outside the "religious employer" exemption. The impact of these
additional rules will not be felt until after the election, the only point of public accountability for the Executive Branch.
This eliminates an important incentive for HHS to provide the best protection for religious liberty

The promised "accommodation'even atits bestwould still force our institutions to violate their beliefs.

Under the proposed "accommodation," if an employee of these religious institutions wants coverage of contraception
or sterilization directly from the insurer, the objecting employer is still forced to pay for it as a part of the employer's
insurance plan. Since there is no other source, the funds to pay for that coverage must come from the premiums of the
employer and fellow employees, even those who object in conscience.

Thereis no exemption for objecting insurers, secular employers, for-profit religious employers, or individuals.
The U.S. bishops defend religious liberty for all, and so have repeatedly identified all the stakeholders in the process
whose religious freedom is threatened by the mandateall employers, insurers, and individuals, not just religious
employers. Now, all insurers, including self-insurers, must provide the coverage to any employee who wants it. In turn,
all individuals who pay premiums have no escape from subsidizing that coverage. And only employers that are both
non-profit and religious may qualify for the limited "accommodation."

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SUNDAY LESSON FOR THE YOUTH

v ""Jesus was in the wilderness forty days, tempted by Satan”
.ﬁ Gospel Reading: Mark 1:12-15

he Spiritimmediately drove him out into the wilderness. And he was in the wilderness forty days, tempted by Satan; and

he was with the wild beasts; and the angels ministered to him. Now after John was arrested, Jesus came into Galilee,

preaching the gospel of God, and saying, "The time is fulfilled, and the kingdom of God is at hand; repent, and believe in
the gospel.”

Lesson
Whatis the significance of Jesus spending 40 days and nights of solitude, prayer and fasting in the Judean wilderness? In the Old
Testament 40 days was often seen as a significant period of testing and preparation for entering into a covenant relationship with
God. Moses went to the mountain of the Lord at Sinai and stayed there in prayer and fasting for 40 days (Exodus 24:18). At the
conclusion of this 40 day encounter God made a covenant with Moses and the people.
Matthew, Mark, and Luke tell us in their gospel accounts that Jesus was led by the Holy Spirit into the wilderness. Mark states it
most emphatically: "The Spirit immediately drove him out into the wilderness" (Mark 1:12). Why was Jesus compelled to seek
solitude for such a lengthy period? Was it simply a test to prepare him for his ministry? Or did Satan want to lure him into a trap?
The word tempt in English usually means to entice to sin. The scriptural word here also means test in the sense of proving and
purifying someone to see if there are ready for the task at hand. We test pilots to see that they are fit to fly. Likewise God tests his
servants to see if they are fit to be used by him. God tested Abraham to prove his faith. The Israelites were sorely tested in Egypt
before God delivered them from their enemies. Jesus was no exception to this testing. Satan, in turn, did his best to entice Jesus to
chose his own will over the will of his Father. Despite his weakened condition, due to fatigue and lack of food for 40 days, Jesus
steadfastly rejected Satan's subtle and not so subtle temptations. Where did Jesus find his strength to survive the desert's harsh
conditions and the tempter's seduction? He fed on his Father's word and found strength in doing his will. Satan will surely tempt
us and will try his best to get us to choose our will over God's will. If he can’t make us renounce our faith or sin mortally, he will
then try to get us to make choices that will lead us, little by little, away from what God wants for us.
As soon as John the Baptist had finished his ministry, Jesus began his in Galilee, his home district. John's enemies had sought to
silence him, but the gospel cannot be silenced. Jesus proclaimed that the time of restoration proclaimed by the prophets was now
being fulfilled in his very person and that the kingdom of God was at hand. What is the kingdom of God? The word "kingdom"
means something more than a territory or an area of land. It literally means "sovereignty" or "reign" and the power to "rule" and
exercise authority. The prophets announced that God would establish a kingdom not just for one nation or people but for the
whole world. God sent us his Son, the Lord Jesus Christ, not to establish an earthly kingdom but to bring us into his heavenly
kingdom — a kingdom ruled by justice, truth, peace, and holiness. The kingdom of God is the central theme of Jesus' mission. It's
the core of his gospel message.
How do we enter the kingdom of God? In announcing the good news, Jesus gave two explicit things each of us must do to in order
to receive the kingdom of God: repent and believe. When we submit to Christ's rule in our lives and believe the gospel message,
the Lord Jesus gives us the grace and power of Holy Spirit to live a new way of life as citizens of God's kingdom. Jesus gives us
grace and conviction to renounce sin and Satan, the father of lies (John 8:44) and the ruler of this present world (John 12:31). That
is why repentance is the first step. Repentance means to change — to change my way of thinking, my attitudes and disposition,
and the choices I determine for my life, so that Christ can be the Lord and Master of my heart rather than sin, greed, and
selfishness. If we are only sorry for the consequences of our sins and bad choices, we will very likely keep repeating them. True
repentance requires a contrite heart (Psalm 51:17) —a true sorrow for sin and a firm resolution to avoid it in the future. The Lord
Jesus gives us grace to see sin for whatitreally is —a rejection of his love and wisdom for our lives and a refusal to do whatis good
and in accord with his will. His grace brings pardon, healing, and help for turning away from everything that would keep us from
his love and truth. To believe is to take Jesus at his word and to recognize that God loved us so much that he sent his only begotten
Son to free us from bondage to sin and harmful desires. God made the supreme sacrifice of his Son on the cross to bring us back to
a relationship of peace and friendship with himself. He is our Father and he wants us to live as his sons and daughters. God loved
us first and he invites us in love to surrender our lives to him. Do you believe that the gospel, the good news of Jesus Christ, has
power to free you from bondage to sin and fear?
“Lord Jesus, your word is life and joy for me. Fill me with your Holy Spirit that I may have the strength and courage to embrace
your will in all things and to renounce whatever is contrary toit.”

Things To Remember For Lent

1. Remember the formula: 10 Commandments, 7 sacraments,
3 persons in the Trinity. For Lent, the Church gives us almost a
slogan—Prayer, Fasting and Almsgiving—as the three things we
need to work on during the season.

2. It’s a time of prayer. Lent is essentially an act of prayer
spread out over 40 days. As we pray, we go on a journey, one that
hopefully brings us closer to Christ and leaves us changed by the
encounter with him.

3.1t’s a time to fast. With the fasts of Ash Wednesday and Good
Friday, meatless Fridays, and our personal disciplines
interspersed, Lent is the only time many Catholics these days
actually fast. And maybe that’s why it gets all the attention.
“What are you giving up for Lent?

4.1t’s a time to work on discipline. The 40 days of Lent are also
a good, set time to work on personal discipline in general. Instead
of giving something up, it can be doing something positive. “I’'m
going to exercise more. I’'m going to pray more. I’'m going to be
nicer to my family, friends and coworkers.”

5. Be patient with yourself. When we’re confronted with our
own weakness during Lent, the temptation is to get angry and
frustrated. “What a bad person I am!” But that’s the wrong
lesson. God is calling us to be patient and to see ourselves as he
does, with unconditional love.
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
