od’s call is personal and at the same time very
Gdemanding. It is an invitation to enter into his

holiness with an attitude of faith and total trust
in God.  We encounter a God who speaks to us and
we are called upon to listen to him and respond to him.
Now as we enter the Second Week of Lent, our task is
to continue to examine our hearts and change ourselves
in order to be worthy of his glorious paschal mystery.
God tells us that our thoughts are not like his thoughts
and our ways are not akin to those of his choice. As
human beings we do not like change and we resist any
change as much as we can. However, change is a part
of our life and we cannot just depend on our past glory
and achievements. We know that we are pilgrims on a
journey to a more permanent dwelling place, a place of
total union with our God of Truth and Love. The Gos-
pel of today speaks of striking intervention by God in
people’s lives indicated through the transfiguration of
Jesus on the Mountain. Jesus is transfigured in the
presence of his disciples, manifesting to them his divin-
ity to strengthen them in their faith before he enters
into his Passion and death on the cross. They are called
upon to listen to him the one chosen by the Father.

In the first reading we heard God asking Abraham
to sacrifice his only son. Even though God had prom-
ised a great dynasty for him, Abraham shows his obe-
dience and displays complete trust in God’s promise.
God preserves his son and also grants him his multiple
rewards.

In the second reading Paul assures us that we have
nothing to fear. God the Father and his beloved son are
on our side.

In the Gospel of today we have the story of trans-
figuration of Jesus. The story of the transfiguration
has one primary purpose, namely to reveal the divine
identity of Jesus. This takes place immediately after
Jesus telling the disciples that he would be rejected by
their political and religious leaders and made to suffer
and die before rising the third day. It is clear that this
came as a terrible shock to the disciples. Their vision
of the Messiah was of a glorious, victorious king defeat-
ing all the enemies of Israel. The idea that Messiah
would be rejected made to suffer and die at the hands
of his own people was simply unthinkable. Transfigura-
tion therefore seems that this special experience and
is being given to balance out the picture. Only a small
inner circle is chosen for the experience. It seems that
these three disciples, Peter, James and John are given a
glimpse of the real Jesus to help them through the dark
days ahead. In fact these three disciples are present at
every important juncture and event in his ministry. It
is fitting that the event took place on a mountain, since
it is a traditional location where the presence of God
is manifested in a wide variety of ways. The disciples

are brought by Jesus up a solitary mountain. Tradition
identifies the mountain as Tabor but it does not really
matter. Mountains are traditionally places where God is
to be found. Moses delivered God’s Law from the sum-
mit of Mount Sinai. Jesus, the new Moses, delivered the
New Law from a mountain. As usual in such miraculous
events there is minimum of detail. We are simply told
that Jesus was transfigured and that his clothing became
dazzling white.

The voice they heard from the Father told the dis-
ciples that they must listen to Jesus. Jesus the Son of
God has brought to the world the message of the Father.
This needs whole hearted attention. True listening re-
quires a response from the listener, attending to what
was said, recognizing its meaning, and making it part
of the person’s inner, conscious experience. God speaks
to us in so many ways, through persons, situations and
activities. One person may barely notice a patch of blue
sky, whereas the person of prayer, who listens to God,
sees in it the dome of heaven. St. John of the Cross
once pointed out that many of the people who think they
are listening to God are actually only listening to them-
selves. We must be attentive to listen to God speaking to
us. First of all we need to learn to listen to what life is
saying in the present moment before trying to shape our
prayer. Too often we make the world just a projection of
our own desires and fears. Second, when life gives us its
message, we should make the understanding of that mes-
sage as the object of our prayer. At the foundation of the
prayer of life is the virtue of hope, and hope is the grace
to believe that whatever events occur, they will contain
the necessary ingredients of our salvation. Third, once
we have received the message of life we must attempt to
integrate it into our life. In this context the Gospel must
be the focal point of our lives. Finally we need to pray
and listen to what God says. We know God has no need
of our prayers, in fact the very desire to pray be a gift
from God.

Today as we listen to his Word the Father still speaks
to us and tells us that Jesus is his beloved son and we
ought to listen to him, for he has the words of eternal
life. For the disciples unknown to them the glory of Jesus’
transfiguration was preparing them to accept the scandal
of the cross. They would understand this only later with
the resurrection. Today let us look beyond the pain of
life and see the presence of God in our world, and the gift
of life that God makes to each of us. Let us listen to him
intently and put his words into practice. Let us all open
ourselves during this Lenten period that we may both
experience that love in our own lives and help others to
know that love too. And be ready to offer our lives for
others in any way that God calls us.

Congress Must Act to Fix the Problem

For many years, the U.S. bishops have supported access to life-affirming health care for all. During the
health care reform debate in Congress you received a number of urgent USCCB memoranda calling for
health care legislation that would advance the goal of truly universal, life-affirming health care:
upholding longstanding federal policies against abortion funding , protecting rights of conscience, and
not leaving immigrants worse off.

On January 20, the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) reaffirmed a rule that
virtually all private health care plans must cover sterilization, abortifacients, and contraception. The rule
exempted "religious employers," but excluded those that served or employed people who were not
members of their religious community. This was so narrow that it failed to cover the vast majority of
faith-based organizations, including Catholic hospitals, universities, and service organizations that help
millions every year.

After hearing an outcry from many groups, on February 10, the Obama Administration issued a final
rule that kept the same broad mandate, and same narrow exception, in place “without change.” In
addition, the Administration gave some religious non-profits an extra year to comply, and promised to
issue more rules that “accommodate” them. But even under this future “accommodation,” our charities,
hospitals and colleges will still be treated as second-class-citizens of our religious community, and still
be forced to pay for coverage that violates their religious convictions. This is unacceptable.

We urgently need legislation to correct the mandate’s threats to religious liberty and conscience rights.
The Respect for Rights of Conscience Act has been introduced in Congress (H.R. 1179, S. 1467) to
ensure that those who participate in the market for health insurance “retain the right to provide,
purchase, or enroll in health coverage that is consistent with their religious beliefs and moral
convictions.”

To mobilize Catholics to contact Congress, the USCCB is offering the attached urgent bulletin insert.
As with our past health care reform efforts, please share this bulletin insert with your parishes and
Catholic organizations and agencies as quickly as possible. Even if legislation should change, the action
site noted on the Bulletin Insert can change quickly.

Sweeping HHS Mandate Stands, Violating Conscience Rights and Religious Liberty
Congress Must Act to Fix the Problem

On January 20, the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) reaffirmed a rule that virtually all private
health care plans must cover sterilization, abortifacients, and contraception. The exemption provided for "religious
employers" was so narrow that it failed to cover the vast majority of faith-based organizations—including Catholic
hospitals, universities, and charities—that help millions every year. Ironically, not even Jesus and his disciples would
have qualified for the exemption, because it excludes those who mainly serve people of another faith.

On February 10, the Obama Administration made this rule final “without change”; delayed enforcement for a year against
religious nonprofits that were still not exempted (our charities, hospitals, and colleges); and promised to develop more
regulations to “accommodate” them by the end of that additional year. But, as explained below, that promised
“accommodation” still forces them to pay for “services™ that violate their religious convictions.

The original rule that violated our religious liberty so severely has not been changed, but finalized.
After touting meaningful changes in the mandate, HHS instead finalized the original rule that was first issued in
August 2011 “without change.” So the offensive definition of “religious employer”—which excludes our
charities, hospitals, and colleges because they serve people of other faiths—is still in place, and those institutions
are still subject to the mandate.

HHS has promised some kind of “accommodation,” but only after the election.
HHS said it would take an additional year to develop more regulations to “accommodate™ religiously-affiliated
charities, schools, and hospitals that still fall outside the “religious employer” exemption. The impact of these
additional rules will not be felt until after the election, the only point of public accountability for the Executive
Branch. This eliminates an important incentive for HHS to provide the best protection for religious liberty

The promised “accommodation”—even at its best—would still force our institutions to violate their beliefs.
Under the proposed “accommodation,” if an employee of these religious institutions wants coverage of
contraception or sterilization directly from the insurer, the objecting employer is still forced to pay for it as a part
of the employer’s insurance plan. Since there is no other source, the funds to pay for that coverage must come
from the premiums of the employer and fellow employees, even those who object in conscience.

There is no exemption for objecting insurers, secular employers, for-profit religious employers. or individuals.
The U.S. bishops defend religious liberty for all, and so have repeatedly identified all the stakeholders in the
process whose religious freedom is threatened by the mandate—all employers, insurers, and individuals, not just
religious employers. Now, all insurers, including self-insurers, must provide the coverage to any employee who
wants it. In turn, all individuals who pay premiums have no escape from subsidizing that coverage. And only
employers that are both non-profit and religious may qualify for the limited “accommodation.”

We urgently need legislation to correct the mandate’s threats to religious liberty and conscience rights. The Respect for
Rights of Conscience Act has been introduced in Congress (H.R. 1179, S. 1467) to ensure that those who participate in the
market for health insurance “retain the right to provide, purchase, or enroll in health coverage that is consistent with their
religious beliefs and moral convictions.”
