FATIMA/AVILA


Depart this morning to Avila. Arrive to the walled city and start our walking tour through narrow cobblestone streets of the city as we trace the life of St. Teresa of Avila. Visit the Monastery of the Incarnation, Teresa’s Cell and the relics of St. Teresa and St. John of the Cross.

Saturday, June 16, 2012


PADUA/VENICE/PISA/FLORENCE


After breakfast we depart Padua and drive to Venice for a guided half-day city tour in Venice to visit the Golden Basilica of San Marco, the Bridge of Sighs, St. Mark’s Square and the Doges’ Palace (from outside). In the afternoon we drive to Florence. En route, we stop in Pisa to see the Cathedral, the Leaning Tower and the other historical buildings. Then to our hotel near Florence.





Sunday, June 17, 2012


FLORENCE/ASSISI

Wednesday, June 20, 2012
